For all those who are involved with ground disturbance activities either on the job or at home, the following pertains to you:

In the past, each state has had a different one-call number. In order to eliminate confusion, a universal one-call number has been created.

The Utility Notification Center of Colorado launched 811, a "Call Before You Dig" number to help prevent homeowners and professional excavators from damaging underground utility lines and causing injury or service outages while digging.

“The Energy Council members believe that knowing where utility lines are buried before each digging project helps protect those digging from injury, expense, and penalties," said Christi Zeller, the executive director of La Plata County Energy Council. 

This quick and efficient one call service will notify the appropriate utilities, who then send locators or locate technicians to the requested site to mark underground lines for free.
